	District Council Report
Cllr Deed provided a short update including details of the draft budget for 2021/22 which estimates a deficit of approx. £3M. Much of this deficit is because of lost income due to the Covid-19 pandemic. The council has received grant payments from central government of £1.2M to cover day-to-day operating costs. Whilst further emergency grant payments are anticipated in the next financial year it is likely that there will still be a significant gap in the 2021/22 budget.
