	County Council Report 

Councillor M Squires had submitted a written report which was noted. She asked that any highway problems be placed on the Highway website in the first instance, as this then is logged for attention. Councillor Squires agreed to provide £500 from her Community Fund towards the cost of the new notice boards and would also allocate £250 in the future towards the cost of the defibrillator.

It was noted that an application in respect of Middle Chitterley, Silverton for the erection of an agricultural grain store had been permitted by the planning authority, however it would seem that this parish had not been consulted, although neighbouring parishes had been consulted.

Bank balances stood at £18,723.88, less un-cashed cheques of £517; leaving a balance of £18,206.88.

	Internal Auditor’s Report

Members had been circulated by the report submitted by our independent Internal Auditor. Members were pleased to note that this was an unqualified report with no comments.

	107
	Certificate of Exemption 

Members declared that having met the qualifications for being exempt from being required to have a limited assurance review and that both the gross income and gross expenditure were both below the £25,000 ceiling limit, they would use the exemption provided under Section 9 of the Local Audit (Smaller Authorities) Regulations 2015 not to have a limited assurance review. The income had been £3014 and the expenditure £4705.

	Repairs and renewals 
 Councillor M Wright explained that due to recent restrictions the contractor undertaking  the repairs to the former telephone box had been unable to do any work, however, he had now been informed that work would recommence next week.

	Highway Matters

Councillor C Williams stated that there had been problems coping with the recent highways works. There had been some fly tipping problems on the highway, which the district council had responded to very quickly. There had been some fly tipping on the recreation ground, which was being dealt with.  There had been little work undertaken by the lengthsman during lockdown, but there was now a schedule of works to be undertaken.

	Covid19 Action Group

The chair complimented councillor Williams on his coordination of volunteers. They had been successful in obtaining a £500 grant towards expenses incurred during this operation. A vote of thanks was recorded for everyone who had been involved in any way to assist the community during this difficult time.

	Matters of Urgency

The clerk asked if the village hall had applied for a grant, stating that most village halls not run by parish or town councils were able to claim a grant of £10k. He was informed that they were in receipt of this grant.

	Closing of Meeting
The meeting was closed at 6.36pm. The meeting thanked Councillor Williams for hosting the meeting through Zoom this evening.
