	County Council Report
Cllr M Squires informed the meeting that the Devon County Council budget had now been approved. She informed members that 700 diseased trees had sadly had to be felled because they were diseased. The county had stated that if trees were replanted, they should not be planted so near to the highway to avoid problems when they begin to mature. She understood that the Devon County Rights of Way section were looking for funding to replace the missing footbridge on footpath 4; however that may take some time. There are also some access problems onto the main road near to the bridge that need sorting.
